Pastor Diego will be coordinating the work projects in an impoverished area just outside San Miguel called Las Fincas.  These are really poor families his church has been ministering to and now Project Cozumel can help make a difference in their lives.  We will be doing a variety of clean up, repair, and building projects as needed.  More info will be forthcoming.  As in the past we will work Monday through Friday until noon each day so you will have some time to enjoy Cozumel.

Our friend from past Cozumel projects, Miguel Ceballos, will also be helping again.  Miguel’s family has had a difficult year with the poor tourist season and the ill health of his sister’s daughter.

There is also a need for Christmas funds to buy food and a few toys for the kids in Las Fincas and we are working on a way to assist.

Those who participated in Project Cozumel 2008 no doubt remember Victor and Victoria and their young family.  We would like to continue to help them.

There is a continued need for Project Cozumel.  Funds and workers are the backbone of this ministry.  So we need you to help.

This year we are asking that you bring the money in cash to Cozumel and we will collect it and turn it over to Diego during our first meeting on Sunday March 21 at Blue Angel Resort.
